« Ensure the installation area meets the required dimensions and is suitable for the product.

+ Verify that the dimensions, features, and positioning of the supporting surface or object are appro-
priate for securing and operating the product.

« Ensure minimum clearances between the product and surrounding structures are maintained.

+ Observe the appropriate dimensions and arrangement of ventilation holes.

+ The product must be connected to a suitable mains power supply, and all component connections
must comply with safety standards.

+ The product should be disconnectable from the power supply after installation.

+ The socket or fuse must remain accessible to safely de-energize the product when needed.

+ Do not use extension cables or ungrounded (two-terminal) adapters.

Installation Place
You must adhere to the following instructions for installing the product:

+  Weight Capacity: The floor must be capable of supporting at least 1,200 pounds (544 kg).

« Leveling: The kitchen floor should be level with the bottom of the product to ensure proper air suc-
tion.

+ Clearance: Ensure there are no obstructions at the back or on the sides of the installation area.

+ Electrical: The power socket must be correctly positioned and easily accessible in case of emer-
gencies. Do not position the socket behind the product or allow the plug or cable to touch the
product's back surface to prevent damage from vibration. Avoid connecting other appliances'
plugs behind this product.

« Furniture Dimensions: The dimensions of the cabinet or space where the product will be installed
must match those specified in the manual.

+ Dual Cabin Installation: Do not install the fridge and freezer units adjacent to each other to prevent
condensation and damage. Refer to "Dual Cabin Installation" for more details.

+  Floor Flatness: Verify the floor's flatness using a Bubble Level Tool.

Environmental Conditions:

« Avoid direct sunlight and proximity to heat sources like ovens, radiators, etc.

+ Maintain an ambient temperature between 55°F (13°C) and 110°F (43°C) to prevent operational
errors.

« If installation near a heat source is unavoidable, maintain these clearances:

« 11/4" (3 cm) from electric hobs or ovens

+ 12" (30 cm) from gas or fuel-operated hobs or ovens

+ Humidity and Corrosion: In high-humidity environments, keep the installation area dry and clean to
prevent corrosion on the product's exterior.

To Avoid the Risk of Electric Shock:

« Connect the plug to a grounded 3-pin socket.
+ Do not remove the ground terminal of the plug.
+ Do not use adapters or extension cables.

ATTENTION:

Failure to follow these instructions can lead to death, fire, or electric shock. Improper grounding of the
equipment can cause electric shock. If in doubt about the grounding, have it checked by a qualified
electrician or service technician.

Installation, repairs, and other procedures by unqualified individuals can be hazardous. Before instal-
lation, verify that the voltage, load, and current specifications on the data plate match your home’s
power supply.

The appliance comes with a NEMA 5-15 P plug and a 3-pin UL-listed cable for a 120 V, 60 Hz supply
with a 15 A fuse. It must be connected to a 3-pin socket. If your home’s electrical wiring requires mod-
ification, this must be done by a qualified electrician.

Installation Precautions:
Do not install the refrigerator:

* Inopen areas
+  Where water might drip



In environments where the temperature is below 55°F (13°C)
Furniture:

Ensure the furniture where the appliance will be installed is securely mounted in your kitchen. It
should be properly connected to both the floor and wall.

For optimal installation, adhere to the clearances specified in the installation instructions between the
product and furniture. Side walls should be flat with no gaps, and their minimum thickness should be
5/8” (16 mm). Similarly, any doors attached to the product must also have a minimum thickness of
5/8" (16 mm).

Ventilation:
Ensure that the vent holes where air enters and exits the unit are not blocked or obstructed.
Regularly clean dust and dirt from these vent holes to maintain proper airflow.

Electrical Connection:

Never use an extension cable.

The power socket must be grounded and checked by an authorized person.

Electrical wiring must be installed according to the dimensions specified in the manual.

Attention: Risk of Electric Shock

Electrical grounding is crucial for safety. The appliance has a three-pin plug for protection against
electric shock.

Do not remove the round grounding terminal from the plug.

Do not use two-pin grounding adapters.

Do not use extension cables for the product.

Warning:
Wait for 3-6 hours before energizing the product to allow the refrigerant and lubricants to stabilize,
preventing potential damage.

Water Connection:
The pressure of the mains water must match the values specified in the manual.
The location of the water system must comply with the dimensions in the manual.

Important Information:
If a reverse osmosis system is used, a bypass is recommended for the water filtering system.

Ensure the refrigerator is energized: Start the refrigerator and check if it's operating by verifying if the
lamps in the freezer compartment are on or off.

Protecting Furniture: You can use tape and similar protectors on parts of the furniture you think need
protection when placing the product to avoid damaging edges.

Warnings

Accessibility of the Plug: After installation, the plug of the product must be accessible. If it's not, you
must be able to cut off the power from the main switch.

Mains Cable: Ensure the mains cable is not jammed when placing the product.

« Pushing the Product into the Cabin: When pushing the refrigerator into place, if there's strain, it
might be due to:
A rough or uneven floor.

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Installing the Cabin Bottom - Water Connection

Cutting the Water Hose: Use a box cutter to carefully cut the water hose where it exits from the pipe.
Ensure you leave approximately 10 inches of hose length after the cut.

Use the 2 wrenches to firmly connect the hose coming from the mains to the hose coming from the
valve.

Warnings:

Hose Integrity: The hose coming from the mains must be one piece. Do not use extension hoses.
Power Safety: Ensure the power is cut off when making the water connection to the product.
Water Valve: The water valve must be off when connecting the water hose.

Accessibility: It is recommended that the water on/off valve remains accessible after installing the
product.

Water Type: This product is only suitable for use with cold water mains.

Pressure of the water system must be between 25-80 psi (1.7-5.5 Bar).

Important:
Once the connection is complete, you must turn on the mains valve and make sure
that there is no leakage at that point.




Attaching the upper vent hole part
Use 2 screws to attach the upper vent hole part.

IMPORTANT:
You can move the lower vent hole forward-backward to adjust it to the kick plate in the kitchen.

WARNING:
Forward-backward travel distance of the lower kick plate must be 15/16” (23 mm).
As you can see in the figure, the decorative kick plate must not be in front of the upper vent hole level.

Attaching the decorative parts
Attach the trim fridge furniture side (Item No1) onto cabinet-cabin connecting bracket (Item No12).
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Attach the trim furniture top (Item No4) onto cabinet-cabin connecting bracket (Iltem No12).

WARNING:

Maximum weights of the furniture to be mounted to the product are as follows.
Fridge Door: 35.7 Ibs. (16.2 kg)

Freezer Door: 19.8 Ibs. (9 kg)

Choosing the Door Thickness
The door of your refrigerator can open by 115° maximum. If the door is going to open to this degree,
you can choose the following thickness levels.

WARNING:
If the door thickness is more than 1 %2” (38 mm), the door should not open more than 90°. You must
use a limiting pin on the hinge.
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You can limit the opening degree of your door to 90° if you want.
In this case, the door thickness levels can be like the following (you can look at the relevant section to
learn how to attach the 90° limiting pin (Item No6).
